Day 1: Sunday, April \2026 Boston, Massachusetts Celebrate
the marking of America's 25Oth anniversary with a journey from
"the Cradle of the American Revolution" through the historic hubs
of New York and Philadelphia and to the nation's capital,
Washington, D.C. Arrive in Boston, a city bursting with character
and Revolutionary history. As arrival times will be scattered
through the afternoon and evening, there are no scheduled
activities today.

Day 2: Monday, April 6, 2026 Boston - Lexington - Concord -

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a
balanced approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of
a day is no problem for you. You can handle a variety of terrains, from
cobblestone streets to moderate hills with relative ease and without
assistance. You can climb two flights of stairs with ease. Expect some full
days balanced with free time to recharge or set out on your own
adventure. You can handle altitudes up to 6,O00 feet. While this level is
appropriate for travelers that require mobility assistance devices, there
could be times when you may have to sit out on some of the included
activities.

The National Cherry Blossom Festival is planned to coincide as near as
possible with the blooming of the trees. "Peak Bloom Date" is defined as
the day on which 70 percent of the blossoms of the Yoshino cherry trees
are open. The date when the Yoshino cherry blossoms reach peak bloom
varies from year-to-year, depending upon weather conditions. The mean
date of blooming is April 4, but nature is not always cooperative, and the
National Park Service horticulturists cannot make an accurate prediction
much more than lO days prior. The blooming period starts several days
before the Peak Bloom Date and can last as long as 14 days; however, frost
or high temperatures combined with wind and/or rain can shorten this
period.

During the summer months (June-August), be prepared as the weather
can reach high temperatures and many of the tour activities are outdoors.

Due to the long distances covered on this tour, most of our touring days
will be full, typically departing for the day by 8:3O a.m. and returning by
5:30 p.m. or later.in some cases. This means there will also be some long
transfer days on the coach, specifically from Boston to New York and from
Philadelphia to Washington D.C., both of which will have over 5 hours of
driving time with stops in between.

lf you book this tour closer than 45 days prior to departure, your spot on
the tour of West Point cannot be guaranteed, in which case you will have
leisure time at the West Point Museum.

Washington, D.C. attracts visitors year-round, specifically student groups,
which means museums and top sites may be crowded.
*West Point is an active-duty military post. All guests are required to
submit accurate lD information by 45 days prior to the start of the tour.
Whatever lD is provided to us must also be produced on the dayof the
tour (no photocopies accepted, no exceptions) and are subject to a West
Point security background check. Details that need to be provided are:
identification type (lD, license, passport), legal name, country and state
information, lD #, gender and date of birth. lf, for any reason, you are
unable to be cleared for access to the post, you will be notified in advance
and wlll not be able to participate in the West Point Tour, lnstead, you will
have a self-guided visit and leisure time at the West Point Museum.
***During the second week of October, the Army Ten-Miler Race will be
taking place with traffic and road closures impacting our route. For any
tour operating during this period, the day and timing of Arlington National
Cemetery may change. No itinerary inclusions will be missed.
**Due to limited availability, Hamilton tickets are subject to availability. This
option must be purchased in advance, at least l3O days prior to departure.

Single accommodations are limited and are available on a first-come, first-
served basis. Single rate subject to change based on availability.

To complete your tour, we include roundtrip airport-to-hotel transfers
when purchasing our airfare with your tour. lf you have arranged for your
